0 83% of the employees drive to their respective businesses everyday

» Additional Highlights from Responses

Concerns about safety:
0 72% of businesses concerned about cars and trucks driving at an appropriate speed
0 50% concerned about cars turning into and out of their businesses

Improvements interested in seeing the Town explore:
0 56% of businesses interested in treatments to manage motorists’ speeds
